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On March 11, 2021, President Biden signed ARP into
law, which provides over $1.9 trillion in relief to
address the continued impact of the COVID-19

pandemic.
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The U.S. Department of Housing and Urban
Development (HUD) through the Home investment
Partnerships (HOME) Program Grant has allocated

Monroe County $4,290,012 and the City of Rochester
$8,982,027 from the American Rescue Plan (ARP) Act
(ARP) of 2021.

5. Nonprofit Operating and Capacity Building
Assistance

* A PJ may use up to 5 percent of its HOME-ARP allocation to pay
operating expenses of CHDOs and other nonprofit organizations
that will carry out activities with HOME-ARP funds.

* A PJ may use up to 5 percent of its allocation to pay eligible costs
related to developing the capacity of eligible nonprofit
organizations to successfully carry out HOME-ARP eligible
activities.

* PJs may award operating expense assistance or capacity building
assistance to a nonprofit organization if it reasonably expects to
provide HOME-ARP funds to the organization for any of the
eligible HOME-ARP activities within 24 months of the award.
